THEME = SOUTH CAROLINA STATEWIDE OVERVIEW                        SOCIAL STUDIES

LESSON TITLE: Washington Meets the Rich and Famous
OBJECTIVES: Students will be able to identify key historical figures in South Carolina around 1800.
PRIMARY STANDARDS ADDRESSED: Social Studies 8th – 8.6.4;  8.6.5 
PRIOR SKILLS REQUIRED: ability to distinguish between notable historical figures and common folk
TEACHER BACKGROUND INFO: SC MAPS Teaching Manual, pages 1-19 to 1-28
LOGISTICS: 1 @ 50-minute class – large tables or other work area – students work in cooperative groups
MATERIALS:  6 @ State Base Map with Highways (SC MAPS Portfolio set);  ‘wet-erase’ pens;  6 @ copies “Diary of the First Presidential Visit to the Palmetto State” (pg. 1-20 to 1-28 in the SC MAPS Manual);  map of Columbia (page 4A-4, SC MAPS Manual);  South Carolina History textbook 
PROCEDURES:

   1. Divide students into working groups and hand out materials.  Ask students to think about what would happen today if the President of the United States came to their town or community.  Specifically, ask them what people would get to meet and talk with the President.  Make a list of these people on the blackboard (or use overhead projector) and identify the characteristics they have in common. 

   2. Tell students that President George Washington met with those same kinds of people when he visited South Carolina in 1791.  Tell them to read through Washington’s diary carefully as a group and list on the Student Work Sheet each famous person Washington met on his journey.
   3. Have students fill out the rest of the chart on the Student Work Sheet by looking at the State Base Map with Highways (to find towns and/or counties named for these famous people), the street map of Columbia (to find streets named for these famous people), and looking in the index of their South Carolina history textbook to find out which people are the most famous.  Groups should circle on the state map, with a ‘wet-erase’ pen, each name they find there.  
   4. From the list of names referenced in the South Carolina History textbook index, each group member should pick one name and individually research that person’s accomplishments by reading the indicated pages in their South Carolina History textbook.  Each student should be prepared to give a 30-second summary of their chosen person’s accomplishments. 

   5. Call on a number of students to give 30-second reports on the famous person they selected. 
   6. [optional] Many old homes and other tourist attractions in South Carolina try to call attention to themselves and attract visitors by claiming that “George Washington slept here”.  Ask students to explain why that claim would tend to increase the number of visitors to a historical home.  Have students determine from Washington’s Diary the maximum number of houses that truthfully could make that claim.

   - Ask the following short answer question on a unit test.

LESSON TITLE: Washington Meets the Rich and Famous

Look up each name in your South Carolina History textbook to find out if that person was famous enough to be included.  Write “YES” or “NO” in that column for each name.  Also look at county and city names on the South Carolina State Base Map with Highways and mark “YES” or “NO” in this column to show whether that person was famous enough to have a county or city (town) named for them.  Finally, look at the Street Map of Columbia handout to determine if any streets or roads were named for that person.

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TEACHER  ANSWER  KEY
LESSON TITLE: Washington Meets the Rich and Famous
1.  . . . .  Ask students . . . what people would get to meet and talk with the President.  Make a list of these people . . . and identify the characteristics they have in common.
    Answers will vary, but might include politicians (town council members, mayors, police chief, etc.), prominent business people (bank executives, factory owners, etc.), and people who work at establishments the President would visit (restaurant staff, hotel staff, airport staff, etc.).  Most ordinary people would not have the opportunity to meet with the president because of security concerns and the fact that there are too many people and not enough time.  The President would preferentially schedule meetings with those who could help push his political agenda. 
2. & 3. Tell students . . . list on the Student Work Sheet each famous person Washington met on his journey.  Have students fill out the rest of the chart on the Student Work Sheet.

4. From the list of names referenced in the South Carolina History textbook index, each group member should pick one name and individually research that person’s accomplishments by reading the indicated pages in their South Carolina History textbook.  Each student should be prepared to give a 30-second summary of their chosen person’s accomplishments.

    Answers will vary depending on which South Carolina History textbook your school is using.

5. Call on a number of students to give 30-second reports on the famous person they selected.
    Answers will vary depending on which South Carolina History textbook your school is using.

6. [optional] Many old homes and other tourist attractions in South Carolina try to call attention to themselves and attract visitors by claiming that “George Washington slept here”.  Explain why that claim would tend to increase the number of visitors to a historical home.  
    Answers will vary; but should include something about many tourists being attracted to famous people and wanting to see the same things that famous people experienced, or did, or touched.  Visitors can later tell - and impress - other folks that they walked around in a house in which George Washington slept.
Determine from Washington’s Diary the maximum number of houses that could make that claim.
    From a careful reading of the Diary, it can be determined that President Washington spent the night at the following sites; so the maximum number of houses that could claim hosting him is 15.
