THEME = PIRATES OF THE COASTAL ZONE                                        SOCIAL STUDIES
LESSON TITLE: What were pirates like and how did they function in the 1700s?
OBJECTIVES: Students will be able to describe the personal benefits and risks of piracy as a way of life and explain the economic and political conditions in the 1700s that allowed piracy to flourish.

    Clunies & Roberts: Pirates of the Southern Coast  

LOGISTICS: 1 @ 50-minute class – student reading followed by teacher-led discussion.
MATERIALS:  Textbook (Huff: The History of South Carolina); Pirate Booklet (Clunies & Roberts: Pirates of the Southern Coast) 
PROCEDURES:

   1. Ask students to read the background information about pirates in their textbook (Huff: The History of South Carolina) and then answer the nine questions about pirates on page 92.  Students should write their answers in their class notebook or on a separate piece of paper to use during the class discussion.
   2. Lead a discussion about the causes and effects of the pirate threat.  Teachers might want to write two headings, “causes” and “effects”, on the blackboard (or use overhead projector).  Use student input from their reading as much as possible, but add additional information from other sources as appropriate.  Stress the economic effects of piracy on commercial shipping. 
   3. Have students create a timeline from 1690 to 1730 and list the following historical events in their proper time period:  Carolina rice production begins (1685); Spanish Navy attacks Charles Towne (1706); Town of Beaufort founded (1711); Yemassee War (1715-1717); Sir Francis Nicholson is first Royal Governor of Carolina (1720); Sir Alexander Cuming convinces Cherokee to sign peace treaty (1729); and South Carolina and North Carolina become separate colonies (1729).  Each student should draw their own timeline either in their class notebook or on a separate piece of paper.
   4. Have students read “History and Mystery, Pirates of the Southern Coast” on pages 2,3 of Pirates of the Southern Coast.  From their reading, they should add these dates to their timeline: King William’s War (1689 - 1697); Queen Anne’s War (1702 - 1713); British Crown assumed political control of Bahamas (1718); Siege of Charles Towne by Blackbeard (1718) [mentioned in Huff reading assignment]; and Execution of Blackbeard & Bonnet (1718).  Students should keep this time line for later reference.
   5. From their reading, each student should write on a piece of paper one question they would like to ask about pirates and turn this in to the teacher at the end of the class period.  The teacher will select several questions from students to use as discussion starters at subsequent class meetings.

2.  Lead a discussion.  

    Some possible statements about “causes” and “effects” of piracy are listed below (other statements may be added):



CAUSES





EFFECTS
criminals could make a lot of money by being pirates

commercial shipping was disrupted
sailors were sometimes treated better on pirate ships

a ‘black market’ economy flourished


than they were on merchant ships


higher prices for merchandise sold legally

widespread unemployment existed for sailors at that time
a lot of innocent people were hurt or killed in battles

law enforcement in the colonies was very weak

lots of shipwrecks and lost treasure
3.  Have students create a timeline. 
    The finished time line could look like something like this:


4.  Add pirate data to timeline.  

    Several dates mentioned in the reading assignment in Pirates of the Southern Coast should now be added to the timeline.  The date for Blackbeard’s Siege of Charles Towne comes from the reading assignment in Huff.   The revised time line could look like something like this:

5.  Collect student questions. 

    Collect questions from each student.  Read through them to pick a few that are particularly interesting and review the teacher background information to make sure you understand the answers.  Plan on using these questions as a discussion starter at the next class meeting.
