LESSON TITLE: A Quick Survey of South Carolina Pirates
OBJECTIVES: Students will be able to name some famous local pirates and summarize their exploits in and around South Carolina.
PRIMARY STANDARDS ADDRESSED: Social Studies 8th – 8.2.3 
PRIOR SKILLS REQUIRED: knowledge of politics and economics in Carolina Colony 1600-1700

LOGISTICS: 1 @ 50-minute class – teacher-led discussion and seat work – students in cooperative groups
MATERIALS:   Pirate Article “Terror on the High Seas” by Heather Magrader in South Carolina Magazine – March/April 2004
PROCEDURES:

   1. Select a few student questions (see Day 1; Procedure #5) that deal with historical events or biographical topics and read (or have students read) these questions aloud to the class while you write them on the blackboard (or use overhead projector).  If none of the students’ questions apply, or if there are too few questions, feel free to add other questions on your own.  Ideally, the list should be between five and ten items long.  When all questions have been read, ask if students have any other questions they’d like to have answered about historical encounters with pirates.  Add these new questions to the list. 

   2. Pass out copies of magazine article “Terror on the High Seas.”  Ask students to read this article and take notes on a separate piece of paper.  The notes they take should address the question list generated in Procedure #1.  Students should also list on their separate paper the name of each pirate mentioned in the article, and one fact about that pirate that they think is especially interesting or exciting.
   3. Lead a discussion about the article “Terror on the High Seas.”  Be sure to point out that articles like this one are intended to be both informative and interesting.  Most of this information could have been presented in a table or a chart, but magazine articles are usually more fun to read.  Focus the discussion towards answering the questions on the itemized list.   Engage as many students as possible in the discussion.
   4. Briefly review the stories of some of the pirates named in the magazine article.  Write their names on the blackboard (or use overhead projector).  Ask students to share their ‘most interesting’ facts about each pirate being discussed. 

   5. [optional]  Pass out ‘word search’ puzzle with names of pirates associated with the South Carolina coast.  Students should use their written list of famous pirates as a reference as they look for names to circle.

TEACHER  ANSWER  KEY
LESSON TITLE: A Quick Survey of South Carolina Pirates
1.  Select a few student questions (see Day 1; Procedure #5) that deal with historical events or biographical topics . . .  If none of the students’ questions apply, or if there are too few questions, feel free to add other questions on your own.  Ideally, the list should be between five and ten items long.  

    Questions may vary from class to class.  If you need to add additional questions to your list, some of the following ideas may be appropriate for your class.




- What is the difference between a pirate and a privateer?




- What kind of ships were usually attacked by pirates?




- Were there any female pirates?




- Why was Charles Towne (Charleston) visited by pirates so frequently?




- What were the chances of a pirate getting caught?

- What usually happened to pirates who were caught by the authorities?

   2. Pass out copies of magazine article “Terror on the High Seas.”  . . . . Students should also list on their separate paper the name of each pirate mentioned in the article, and one fact about that pirate that they think is especially interesting or exciting.

    Pirates listed in the article are:  Anne Bonny, Calico Jack Rackham, Charles Vane, Blackbeard, Stede Bonnet, Mary Read 
   3. Lead a discussion about the article “Terror on the High Seas.” . . . . Engage as many students as possible in the discussion.

   4. Briefly review the stories of some of the pirates named in the magazine article.  . . . . Ask students to share their ‘most interesting’ facts about each pirate being discussed.
   5. [optional]  Pass out ‘word search’ puzzle with names of pirates associated with the South Carolina coast.  Students should use their written list of famous pirates as a reference as they look for names to circle.
