Data Guidance

Order File

The order files contain header information as well as the stack order of the subjects

The header consists of the following information in this order:

Experiment Number, Trial Number, Date of Trial, Subject ID Numbers, MOUT Facility Configuration

Experiment Number:  This number will always be serial.

Trial Number: This number is only serial within a specific experiment.  The number will reset to 1 at the start of a new experiment.

Date of Trial: Is in the format mmddyy.  This represents the day the specific trial was conducted.

Subject ID Numbers:  The Subject ID Number’s consist of the number the subject was given when he/she signed the consent form, as well as a number designating whether they are a friend (1) or foe (2).  (e.g. John Smith was given the Subject ID of 13 and he served as a friend during the trial.  John’s Subject ID Number on the order sheet would read 13-1 , if he had been an enemy it would have read 13-2).  The first part of the Subject ID Number will always remain constant for a specific subject, but the second number (separated from the first by a “-“ from the first) can change depending on what role that subject serves during the trial.  The Subject ID Numbers in the header are in the same order as the first stack order of the specific trial.  (e.g. If the Subject ID Numbers in the header read 23-1, 24-1, 6-1, 25-1, and the stack order reads 2,3,1,4, then subject 23 is designated by the number 2 within the stack, subject 24 by number 3, subject 6 by number 1, Subject 25 by number 4.  These numbers will stay attached to the subjects for the rest of the trial).

MOUT Facility Configuration:  This number represents the specific layout of the MOUT Facility.  The rooms of the facility are somewhat reconfigurable.  The different configurations can be found in the binder containing all the different possibilities.  Each different configuration is designated by a number.  That number is what you see in the header.
Following the header is some supplemental information about the room and other possible conditions existing within that trial (i.e. a specific level of an independent variable).  Any additional information pertinent to the raw tracking data is also contained in this section.

The Stack Order is a list of the runs conducted during the trial.  Each set of four numbers represents one run.  The numbers in each run correspond to the numbers matched up with the Subject ID Numbers (see above) and the numbers are in the order in which the subjects entered the room. (e.g. if the stack order reads 1, 4, 2 ,3, then the subject designated by the number 1 entered the room first, followed by number 4 and so on.)
