Trial 3 (2-16-05, morning)

Before Trails 3 and 4 the subjects were given some training.  The training was very modest and it consisted of showing them some slides regarding room clearing and having some unstructured discussion about room clearing.

In trial 3 we sent a group of 4 “trained” subjects to clear a small room.  The number of enemies varied between runs (0,1,2 enemies present).  The order of room entry, the number of enemies present and the casualties taken was as follows.

Experiment 1, Trial 3, Date 021605, Subject IDs 4-1 2-1 3-1 1-1, Shoot-house configuration 1, “small room 1, training”, “note that when 1 enemy was present it was 5 and when 2 enemies were present it was both 5 and 6;  No information was recorded regarding what enemy entered the room first or where they were located in the room”
