Lab 1 – C review
In this lab, each student is to write a menu-driven program that allows the user to enter and display data about a person.  The program should keep track of three quantities for a single person:  name, age, and points per game.  The program should keep track of whether or not each of these three quantities is known or unknown.  When the program starts, all three quantities are unknown.  The name will be a single word, containing no spaces.  The age will be a whole number.  The points per game will be a real number.  

The program should have six options:  enter a name, enter an age, enter the person’s points per game, display the known data, clear all data, and quit.  The program should present these options in a menu.  The program user should be able to select one of these options at a time.  For the options leading to data input, the program should prompt for the appropriate data after the option is selected.  Upon completing any option, the program should redisplay the menu (except of course if the user selects quit).  In other words, the program should loop until the user selects quit.
The program should only display data if that option is selected.  When the display data option is selected, the program should print all known data, and indicate which data is unknown.  Order is not important.  The specific format of the menu and display is not important, but it must be legible.
No error checking on input data is required.  If the user enters a bizarre value for name, age, or points per game, the program should simply accept it.  However, the program must provide an appropriate error message if an invalid option is selected from the menu.
